Year 3 Information for Parents
Spring Term 2026
 
Happy New Year! I hope everyone had a lovely Christmas. Thank you for your thoughtful Christmas wishes, cards and gifts.
This term we will be continuing to build upon the children’s skills and knowledge, whilst placing emphasis on overall presentation of work, handwriting and spelling.

English
We will be studying Stig of the Dump and other texts linked to the Stone Age and The Iron Man. During our units we will be creating a variety of texts including diary entries, dialogue and stories.
We will be working on improving our reading and comprehension skills, whilst answering a variety of questions about a text.
In writing, we will be working on spelling, grammar and punctuation. Handwriting will continue to be a focus and children will begin to join letters correctly, when ready. 
 Reading
All children need to continue to read each night at home. (I recommend at least 15 minutes per night.) I understand that the holidays are a time to relax and have fun, and we all get out of routines. Family lives are busy, but please try to now encourage a routine for reading at home with your child. Make sure you record what they have read in their reading record book each night. It is essential that this is brought to school each day. 
 In addition to our class novel, the children will study a guided reading text. They will read independently and to an adult, discuss the book and also complete a variety of activities based upon their set text every week. 

Maths
We will be concentrating on Multiplication & Division, Money, Measures and Statistics. Children will also spend time working on mental calculations and complete weekly arithmetic tasks for practise.
The children will continue to learn times tables using our Times Tables Challenge. We will do this each Friday and if children are unable to complete their sheet within the allocated time then it will be sent home to enable them to practise. Mathsframe Multiplication Check will be used in school each week and children are being encouraged to spend some time in the week on this at home. It is vital times tables are learnt this year and children should know 2, 10, 5, 3, 4, 8, 9 and 11 times tables as a minimum by the end of Year 3.

Homework
In addition to reading each night, weekly spellings and practising times tables, the children will receive homework challenges
Friday – Spellings (to be tested the following Friday)
PE
We will do PE on Wednesday and Friday afternoons. Please ensure that earrings are removed at home on a PE day.
In addition to standard PE kit (t-shirt, shorts and pumps) all children will need to have trainers in school in order to go outside if the weather is suitable.
French
This term the children will have a weekly French lesson on Tuesday afternoons.  Madame McCormick will teach basic conversations and key vocabulary.
Music
Mr Norton from the Lancashire music service will be in school on Wednesday afternoons to teach the children how to play the Ukulele.
