Spring Term Parents Information Letter
Happy New Year 2026 to you all and a great, big thanks for all your lovely Christmas gifts. We are very pleased with how hard the children are working and how they have settled back so well after the holidays.  
Phonics
We are continuing to use Floppy’s Phonics online & we are still working on Phase 5 sounds. The children also have spellings to learn and we have a weekly spelling test, which is every Friday.
Reading Books
Reading books are sent home on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday.  We ask that parents listen to their child read on those evenings and then sign their reading diary when ther book has been read and then we know it needs changing.  If they only read half of their book just record the page they got up to. Please return reading books and reading diaries daily, even if your child has not read them. The children empty their bags independently every morning so please encourage them to do so.
Topic & Homework
We now have half-termly homework tasks, which are based on the topic we are covering over that half-term. 
Our topic this half-term is Plants, second half-term is Family.
PE
PE days are Wednesday afternoons and Thursday mornings.  For your child’s safety we ask that earrings are removed on Year 1 PE days. 
English
This half term our English is writing a narrative based on the story the Enormous Turnip and Spring Poetry. Next half term we are moving onto recounts using the book Farmer Duck.
Maths
We use the White Rose Mathematics scheme.  This term we are also learning the two- and ten-times tables.  There are some lovely times table songs on You Tube such as, Number Jacks & also Number blocks, which can be accessed at home. We have a times table test every Friday morning, beginning next week.
Water
 The children are given time to drink at the end of breaktimes & after lunch. Water bottles can be brought in on Monday morning and then we will send them home on Fridays for washing.
Snacks
The children in Year 1 are provided with seasonal fruit/vegetables as a snack to take onto the playground to eat at morning break.
