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Year 4 Multiplication Tables Check (MTC) 2026
In June, children in Year 4 will be taking part in the Multiplication Times Table Check.

Here is what you need to know:
Under the National Curriculum, primary school children are expected to know all times tables by the end of Year 4, up to 12 X 12. The purpose of the check is to determine whether your child can fluently recall their times tables up to 12, which is essential for future success in mathematics. It will also help us to identify if your child may need additional support as they transition into year 5.

Why do we learn the times tables?
In primary school, times tables knowledge is vital for quick mental maths calculations and problem solving. It forms the basis of many mathematical concepts covered in Year 5 and 6 and beyond.

The check itself:
· will take place in June sometime over a two- week period from Monday 1st June 2026.
· is done online using an iPad.
· can be done by one pupil at a time, in groups or as a class
· on average the test will take no longer than 5 minutes
· there will be 3 practice questions before the test begins
· will feature 25 questions and children will have 6 seconds to answer each question
· has no problem solving or division, just simple
“3 X 4 = ?” type questions
· during the test, there will be an emphasis on the 6.7,8,9 and 12 times tables, which will form the majority of the questions.

There is no pass or fail mark. The Government has called it a “check” rather than a “test” or “exam” for a reason. We will however, feedback to you about how your child’s assessment.

What if my child cannot access the check?
There are several access arrangements available for the check, which can be used to support pupils with specific needs. Class teachers will ensure that access arrangements are appropriate for your child before they take the check in June. The check was designed to be inclusive and accessible to as many children as possible, including those with special educational needs or disability (SEND) or English as am additional language (EAL). However, there may be some circumstances in which it will not be appropriate for a pupil to take the check, even when using suitable access arrangements. If you have any concerns, please contact your child’s class teacher in the first instance.

How you can support your child:
We would really value and appreciate any support you can give your child at home. Some easy ways to do this include:
· [image: ]asking questions such as “what’s 7 X 8?”
· reciting times tables by rote (4 times 1 is 4, 4
times 2 is 8, etc.)
· using apps and games for example Mathsframe or Purple Mash
· Listen to online times tables songs or raps – many can be found on Youtube.
